Staff members bring toque designs to life

NEWCOMBVILLE — The Newcombville Ele-
mentary School is a tight-knit community with 176
students attending from pre-primary through Grade 5.

Jill Vandertoorn, literacy support teacher and school
counsellor, along with teacher assistant, Heather Mas-
sey spent countless hours bringing student toque de-
signs into reality by knitting all 176 of them to give to
each student during an assembly Feb. 28.

Student Elizabeth Hurlburt, Grade 4, said, “I was
like. I just thought it was going to be like a little toque,
then I thought wait, they spent like a month or so knit-
ting a hat for me. I didn’t expect to get an actual hat.”

Isabella Bryson said, “I thought it was cool. I was
excited to be given a hat and it looked exactly like my
picture. It was really exciting to see all of them.”

She said it is nice and warm and “even the colours
and everything so I was really excited about that and
seeing everybody’s drawings come to life. It must have
taken a lot of time. I don’t know how you guys did that
(talking to Vandertoorn and Massey). One hat would
have taken me three years.”

Vandertoorn came up with the idea after seeing a
similar project on social media done by a classroom
teacher for her students. She thought she didn’t have
a classroom, but “I always hear that they are all our

students, so I wanted to take it on as a school project.
We called it Hats from the Heart.”

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It was a good time for her, since
her son, who was heavily involved
in sports, was now done and she needed something to
fill her time.

She started by reaching out to Brilliant Labs for a
grant, not expecting to get one, but she ended up get-
ting it. After running it by Principal Jennifer Lemire,
who supported the idea, she had to come up with a
way to keep the project a secret.

Vandertoorn was able to go to each classroom and
get the students to colour their toques without giving
the secret away.

“Then we had to start knitting the hats, so I
reached out to Heather, and she agreed to help out.”

Vandertoorn admitted she didn’t know how to knit
before this, but with Massey’s help and some time
spent watching YouTube, they were able to manage
to get them all done. Massey said that it took them
between a half hour and an hour to knit each toque.

“We started knitting in October and we finished just
the week before Valentine’s Day. It all aligned with the
title of the project. It was definitely a project from the
heart.”

Why this project?

“I thought it was a creative way to make sure every-
one had a hat and one they designed, we all need hats
in the winter to keep warm,” she said.

Was it worth the effort?

“We have amazing students here and it was worth
every stitch. Their smiles said it all and they were very
appreciative.”

She said that it was more than just about the toques,
and it was a segway into other projects or teaching
points, such as books around giving and winter; writ-
ing thank you letters; kindness; setting goals and how
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to overcome barriers.

Principal Lemire said, “It
definitely tapped into literacy
and also our well-being goals at the school as well as
our sense of belonging goals, which go hand-in-hand.
We have a great school here and it really reminded
students as to how valued they are and how important
they are to us.

“Having their own hat, that they designed made by
these wonderful people, was pretty special.”

Students were given their toques at their regular
monthly birthday assembly on Feb. 28.

“I think it was an overwhelming surprise for the
students. They were all smiles, and it was so neat to see
them all wearing their hats with such pride,” she said.
‘And again, seeing them get off the bus the next day
with them on was pretty amazing.”

It was noted that each toque also had the name of
the student stitched into it.

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MODL puts the brakes on property regulations

MODL - The Municipality of the District of
Lunenburg (MODL) is pausing the process to update
municipal planning documents to get more feedback
from residents. First drafts of proposed Municipal
Planning Strategy (MPS) and Land Use Bylaws (LUB)
documents were released to council and the public on
March 13.

Since then, the municipality has heard from
residents that they are not happy and have serious
concerns with the proposals.

An event held at the Best Western in Cookville
drew a packed room of residents calling for changes.
Organizer Andrew Himmelman says the proposed
plans would impact farming, small businesses, and
recreation across the region.

He understands the need for protections and regu-
lations for property owners but feels MODL came at
this process with a top-down approach.

“Yes, planning does have to happen, just to what
extent, and I believe that community should have a
say in that,” he said.

Himmelman said the community members who
turned up for the meeting were vocal and de-finitive in
their desire to see changes to the documents, “MODL
has heard loud and clear that this is a rural area and

big-city planning won’t fly.”

MODL Mayor Elspeth McLean-Wile said MODL
is legally required to have these documents in place
and are the last municipality in the province to com-
plete the work. She says they have heard the concerns
and are scheduling several meetings across the region
for people to talk council and staff about their issues
with the land use planning documents.

McLean-Wile doesn’t expect this will be an easy
path, “We need to let people sound off a bit, we need
to give a little bit of space for staff to do some work,
but we need to reach out. We’re going to have a series
of meetings across the district where we’re just going
to go and listen to what people are concerned about.”

She wants to have a conversation not about the
documents themselves but about what matters to
residents. “The things that they feel need to be pro-

North Queens resident
hoping to start youth centre

CALEDONIA - “T've developed a deep
understanding of the need for a strong
support system in our community. My
commitment to establish a youth centre
stems from my personal journey. My
experiences have fueled a passion to cre-
ate positive change and I have a unique
understanding of the critical gaps in sup-
port services in our rural community.”

Lindsey Wamback, a lifelong resident
of North Queens, and mother of three
children, is working hard to establish a
youth centre/youth hub for Caledonia.

“I’'ve witnessed first hand, the lack of
safe spaces and vital resources for our
youth, especially in the area of mental
health support, substance prevention and
mentorship and life skills development
and just opportunities in general,” she
said.

“I'm really driven by a desire to pro-
vide young people with the opportunities
and support that I wish I had. I feel that
if a centre like this existed when I was
younger, that the trajectory of my own life
and the lives of others in this community
might have been different.”

Wamback is currently in the planning
and development stage for a youth centre
in her North Queens community.

She had put out the idea on Facebook
several weeks ago and says that she has
received “overwhelming support” for the
project, hearing back from North Queens
Active Living, Nova Scotia Health, North
Queens Community School, the YMCA,

North Queens Family Resource Cenre
and the Community Health Board to
name a few.

Some of the big concerns include find-
ing a location, securing funding sources,
then putting together a solid volunteer
base to help run the centre.

She hopes that the centre will be open
as much as possible during the week to
provide access to youth for counselling or
just a safe place to go.

Next steps? Wamback is creating a
survey that she will soon be released to
the public to get everyone’s feedback to
guide her in her planning. There are also
community meetings that will be held to
inform, gather ideas and garner support
for the project.

“Really just solidifying connections that
I'm making and translating the offers of
support into concrete action.”

She said that she is so happy with the
kind offers of support so far.

“Everything has been falling into place
and it is nice to see the community get so
involved. It really is something we need.”

She said that her biggest supporter is
longtime mentor and friend, Diane Warn-
er, who she met at the Queens Family Re-
source Centre a few years ago. Although
she has moved on, “she has remained a
valuable resource, and her advice and
unwavering reassurance have been in-
strumental in keeping me motivated and
confident.”

Bridgewater senior
shows Canadian pride

BRIDGEWATER - “Canadians have
to stand up to do their part.”

That’s the message from Dorothy
Veinot, talking about the rhetoric that’s
been spewing from the White House
since Donald Trump was sworn in as
president in January.

The calls from the U.S. president to
make Canada the 5l1st state bothered
the 88-year-old Bridgewater resident to
the point she felt she had to act. With
the help of her daughter, Veinot de-
signed a button proudly displaying the
maple leaf and emblazoned with the
words, “Forever Canada”.

Whether she’s out shopping, going
to church or welcoming guests into her
home, people have been taking notice.
Whenever anyone asks about her but-
ton, Veinot hands them one of their
own so they too can display their Can-
adian pride.

Veinot 1s wary of Trump’s threats
and 1s worried he could go as far as to
try and take Canada by force. “This is
something that our country has never
seen before,” she said.

She recounts being a child and hear-
ing veterans of the Second World War
talk about how they fought shoulder
to shoulder with the Americans. She
worries that Trump’s threats may have
forever altered how Canadians view
their American cousins.

Like many Canadians, Veinot has
close ties to the United States. Many of
her sisters moved to the U.S. and raised
their families there, producing dozens
of nieces, nephews and extended family
members south of the border.

“There’s many people that have a lot
of family in the States. Families don’t
turn on families. And that’s what’s hap-
pening, just because of three or four
people in the States.”

Veinot was never one to be politically
active, but says now, more than ever,
Canadians need to stand tall and put
the pride they have for their country on
display. In addition to the buttons, she
has designed a t-shirt for herself and her
friends which they plan to wear on Can-
ada Day. She’s also installed a flagpole
at her home so she can raise the maple
leaf high for all to see.

Veinot is making make more pins
and plans to leave a supply at our South
Shore Bulletin office for anyone who
wants to show their Canadian pride.

Burning more biomass is not
the answer, even in the short
term.

A March 14, 2025 CBC news
report stated that the Houston
government announced a regu-
latory change ... that requires
Nova Scotia Power to use 160
gigawatt hours of biomass each
year until 2027.

Correct me if I am wrong on
this point, but isn’t this sort of
regulatory change in electricity
generation the purview of the
Nova Scotia UARB (Utility and
Review Board).

This move may be wel-
comed by the Nova Scotian
forestry lobby, however sound
evidence shows that such
a move is detrimental to the
health of Nova Scotian forests.
“The laws of thermodynamics
make the conversion of wood
to electricity very inefficient —
in the Point Tupper case, Nova
Scotia Power Inc. (NSPI) pro-

jected a 21.5 per cent electrical
efficiency with relatively dry
wood. In fact, their wood is
kept outside, uncovered and
wet, so cfficiencies may be
lower.” (https://naturens.ca/
projects/biomass-energy/#:~:-
text=The%20laws%20
of%20thermodynamics%20
make,s0%20efficiencies%20
may®o20be%20lower

Both you, Mr. Houston, and
Energy Minister Trevor Bou-
dreau need to take a moment,
or two, to review the litera-
ture on environmental forest
management. Bridging the
gap caused by the complex de-
bacle in planning, constructing,
operating and finally delivering
hydro-generated power from
Muskrat Falls on the Churchill
River in Labrador to Nova Sco-
tia Power customers may be the
underlying reason for this latest
ill thought out action taken by
the provincial Conservatives.

Over the past few years we have heard
repeatedly about efforts by foreign govern-
ments to influence our elections, everything
from the choice of candidates to mas-
sive spreading of misinformation on social
media.

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Positioning for the future

Mavyor says Bridgewater is pre for growth

BRIDGEWATER - Since the
COVID-19 pandemic, town council has
approved the construction of 2,000 new
housing units, with another 3,000 more
in the queue and ready to come online
in the next 10 years. Those numbers
are impressive but could be daunting
when you consider that those new units
will effectively double the town’s current
4,000 units.

Mayor David Mitchell says people
have been drawn to Bridgewater for dec-
ades and life during the pandemic accel-
erated their decision to move. Mitchell
said Bridgewater is the, “...only muni-
cipality in all of Nova Scotia that’s not
had a single year of population decline
since 1985. Even Halifax can’t say that.”

Mitchell says it’s wonderful to wel-
come so many new faces to the commun-
ity, but the challenge comes when trying
to provide services to them. In particular,
the wastewater capacity is beginning to
struggle to keep up with the demand.

He said Bridgewater’s infrastructure
renewal plan was based on a building
out more capacity over a generation.
But that generational plan was cut to
three years around the pandemic when
many people made the move home from
out west and others saw the East Coast
lifestyle and decided it was more to their
liking. Adding to the strain is that much
of the new development currently being
built is multi-unit homes.

The mayor says the town’s popula-
tion is hovering around 9,000 and the
wastewater plant does have some cap-
acity remaining before it hits its limit of
servicing 10,000 people. Mitchell says
the plant is built to mirror itself and
double its capacity on land that is avail-
able on the site. He says the plant can be
expanded in a modular way to handle
additional demand as it is needed.

Bridgewater faces similar challenges
to other long-established areas: you can’t
widen roads that are already locked by
existing properties. But Mitchell says
putting a stop to any more expansion is
not the answer.

He argues that growth is necessary be-
cause every year operational and capital
costs continue to rise. Those expenses
need to be shared over the tax base and
if you don’t increase the number of
people sharing the cost, you need to in-
crease how much each person is paying,
and that can become too much for some
houscholds to bear.

He said Bridgewater has been incred-
ibly successful at getting funding from
other orders of government to address
the needs arising from these growing
pains. The province and federal govern-
ment have committed $44 million for
infrastructure funding in the past several
years, another $3.8 million for the hous-
ing accelerator fund, and both levels
have recently contributed to wastewater
pipe and pump upgrades as needed.

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Flag Flap at South Shore Schools

Flags returning to the outdoors

SOUTH SHORE — A decision by the South Shore
Regional Centre of Education (SSRCE) to remove
certain flags from South Shore schools seems to have
taken the government of Nova Scotia by surprise and
has groups across the region worried about the im-
pacts on inclusion and diversity.

The SSRCE gave direction Iriday, March 21 that
only the Nova Scotia and Canada Flags were to be
flown outside schools. School administrators were told
to move flags recognizing Mi’kmaq, Pride, African
Nova Scotians and other groups inside.

Many individuals and organizations opposed to the
change and either contacted the SSRCE directly or
voiced their concerns over social media.

In response, SSRCE issued a statement Tuesday
afternoon which read,

“Recently, the South Shore Regional Centre for
Education (SSRCE) sent schools guidance to ensure
flags are properly displayed on school property.

The Province of Nova Scotia has a flag protocol that
provides flag flying procedures for provincial govern-
ment buildings, ensuring the Canadian and Nova Sco-
tian flags are prominently and properly flown. As a first
step, our interim guidance for schools aligns with this
protocol, including direction — intended for schools with
two or fewer flag poles — to bring other flags indoors to
protect their integrity while final guidance is developed.

SSRCE schools strive to be welcoming and inclusive
learning environments for all students and staff. The
temporary guidance makes provisions for all flags to
remain displayed on school property, with some flags
potentially being moved into schools. Where there have
been concerns from staff or families, administrators are
clarifying the guidance and will be keeping school com-
munities updated on any changes.”

The Department of Education and Early Child-
hood Development appears to have been unaware of
SSRCE’s directive to remove the flags. During Tues-
day’s Question Period in the Nova Scotia Legislature,
Premier Tim Houston said his government only just
learned of the directive to remove the flags. Education

Minister Brendan Maguire said, “We will step in, we
will talk to the RCEs (Regional Centres for Education),
we’ll make sure that this issue is addressed. We just
found out about it.”

The Nova Scotia Government and General Employ-
ees Union (NSGEU) represents many school workers.
They are one of several groups who contacted Minister
Maguire to express their opposition to this change.

First Vice President Hugh Gillis said the NSGEU
is calling on government to stand up for students and
staff who deserve to feel welcome in their communities.
“The cost of replacing some flags as they are worn out,
it should not be more than the cost to a child who no
longer sees their heritage and community on display
outside their school.”

When asked if moving the flags indoors is an accept-
able alternative to flying them outside Gillis replied,
“The Mi’kmaq Nation are the original settlers to the
land. We’ve seen some of the harm that’s been done
in the past when we’ve tried to marginalize groups, so
we’re not in favour of this at all.”

Lunenburg County Pride worries about the message
being sent to members of their community. A statement
from the group reads, “The removal of these external
symbols representing equity groups has left many in our
community feeling unsettled, unheard, and unsafe.

Lunenburg County Pride has reached out to the
SSRCE with a request for further discussion on this
matter. In our communication, we also offered to assist
with purchasing replacement equity flags, if necessary.”

Following the legislative sitting Minister Maguire
directed staft at SSRCE on Tuesday to return flying the
flags in their original positions. SSRCE issued a notice
Wednesday (March 26) to parents across the region
which read,

“Dear school community,

As you may know, we recently made temporary chan-
ges to which flags were flown outside our schools. In an
effort to gain a better understanding of flag protocols
and while we replaced damaged flags, schools were
asked to fly only the Canadian flag outdoors, while mov-
ing others to the inside of their buildings.

Our intention has always been to show the utmost
respect for the flags and banners that are flown at our
schools. After hearing the concerns of school commun-
ities, we are immediately reinstating the flying of vari-
ous diversity flags outside our school buildings.

The diversity flags and banners have already started
to be moved back outdoors at a number of our schools
and that work will continue. We continue to review
the proper protocols for flying flags and to ensure all
schools have flags that are in good condition.

What do we deserve

luck, it may seem better to keep your
head in the sand, so to speak.

Years ago, Dr. Glasser created a
one-page diagram titled “Why and
How We Behave.” In Choice Theory
circles, it’s known as ““The Chart.” It
suggests a model of how the brain
works, including basic needs, what we
want, and how we compare our per-
ceived reality with our wants.

A key feature in the chart is what
Glasser refers to as the Perceptual
System, which contains filters. We
can think of filters as tinted glasses;
for example, when we put on our
rose-coloured lenses, everything chan-
ges colour! Reality hasn’t changed,
but our perception of it has changed.

Do you find that you tend to be
more alert to bad things than good?
For example, somebody does an act
of kindness; we get a momentarily
warm feeling and then it’s forgotten.
But a nasty interaction can ruin our
whole day.

Let’s say that you have a perception

that undeserved bad things keep hap-
pening to you. Is it possible that you
are filtering out any good things while
putting full attention toward the bad?
Then the question becomes, do you
want to make a change? Do we have
any control over our filters?

I’d suggest that the answer is “yes,”
and that we can activate that control
by making deliberate choices.

Here’s the suggestion: When you
find yourself questioning why un-
deserved bad things keep happening,
try substituting this question: “Have
I earned all of the good things that
have happened to me?”

What good things? They will vary,
of course, from person to person. But
right now, we are breathing, thinking,
perhaps even able to walk and talk.
That’s something. Maybe we have a
friend or a pet to care about. We were
born into certain circumstances, some
much better than others, yet here we
are. We've had some pleasures along
with the pains.

I’'m not suggesting we try to equate
the good and the bad or even at-
tempt to make it “fair” But if you
are unhappy and want to try some-
thing different, try looking deliber-
ately for good things in your life that
have been, in a sense, given to you.
Those things that you have not earned
through your effort and sacrifice, but
that just appeared.

Perhaps you met a friend or a fu-
ture spouse in unlikely circumstances.
Maybe you just happened to be in the
right place at the right time to witness
a memorable event, to find a good
deal, or even to learn a valuable les-
son. See what you come up with.

Look deliberately for the unearned
good things. Does that change your
perception of those undeserved bad
things?

The mayor credits the town’s government partners
with addressing the needs to keep the economic en-
gine of the South Shore chugging along.

“I certainly am very grateful for the two other or-
ders of government that have recognized the role that
Bridgewater plays in the South Shore economy,” said
Mitchell. “They’ve been very generous at coming up
with funding.”

The caveat to that funding is that, generally, each
level of government contributes a third of the project
costs, which means Bridgewater must find tens of mil-
lions of dollars to unlock the other two thirds of the
funding from the other levels of government.

Bridgewater council has raised the property tax by
10 cents twice in the past council term, but Mitchell
says people understood that it was necessary. He says
many councils before them have pushed needed up-
grades into the future so taxpayers wouldn’t see a large
increase, but the time had come to pay the piper.

“It’s painful to do a large increase, but we wanted
to be more predictable for people,” said Mitchell. “It

was absolutely the right call to do, as painful as it was.
And it means this year, with all the mess that’s going
around we’re not raising taxes this year. The rate is not

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changing in the Town of Bridgewater this year.”

Mitchell says the surge in immigration that hap-
pened around COVID has cooled but another source
of new residents could be coming from our neighbour
to the south.

The past
three medical professional he escorted all came from
the Southern United States and all of them gave him

If more doctors are
willing to move to the area that means better access to
health care and a better life for all.
